STEP1

Mark out for wall channels to house pe
partitions as per the supplied plan.

STEP 2

Position saddles under the
channel markings.

With a level, find the HIGHEST o’
saddle which is 210mm (standard) “t
or otherwise nominated on the plans.

Add packing to level all other
saddles from the HIGHEST saddle.

Using a 210mm saddle height the
overall height = 2185mm.
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STEP 3

Fix channel "A" to back wall by placing
on top of the levelled saddles.

DO NOT CUT

Fix channel "P" to side wall by placing
on top of the levelled saddles.

Fixing holes should face towards

the back wall.

DO NOT CUT
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STEP 4

Locate all divisional panels into the
rear channels "A" resting onto the
saddles.

DO NOT SCREW OFF
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STE P 5 Wall Channel "A"
Wall Channel "A"
Locate channel "A" to .
back of frontals.
Fit hinges and hardware Wall Channel "A"
to the frontals and nibs. 7
Fit hinges and hardware
to the doors.
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STE P 6 Wall Channel "A"
N
2 Wall Channel "A"
Insert end nibs into channel "P" ’
Starting from the hinge side level off N
the first nib only. Once level screw off Wall Channel "A"
into position from the inside of the 1
cubicle. The end nib should be proud
by 50mm of the wall channel "P." HH
Holes need to be pre-drilled with
bits supplied, ensuring that you
don't drill through.
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Note: Pre-drilled holes into the
board to be Imm deeper than the
travel distance of the screw supplied.




STEP 7

Take a measurement from wall to
wall. Cut the beam to length.

Locate the beam onto the fixed nib,
resting on the wall channels "P"

The cavity that suits the selected
board type will face the back wall.
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STEP 8

Drill through the beam back blade,
compact and centre blade. Ensure
the board is square and tight into
beam cavity.

Insert threaded screw through
beam and board. Locate nut onto
the threaded screw. Tighten screw
and nut with allen key and spanner
provided.
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STEP 9

Fit the door insert into the underside
of the beam. This needs to be hard
against the nib. The door insert
provides the necessary tolerances
for door.

Fit the first door into place.

Snap-in door insert: M
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STEP 10

Slide the required frontal into the
beam with the pre-fitted wall
channel fitting onto the divider.

The frontal needs to sit hard and
square to the underside of beam.
A spacer could be used to ensure
door gap is square and plumb.

Repeat steps 8 & 9 across the
front of the cubicles.
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STEP 1

Fit the last nib into place

by pre-drilling and screwing.
Plumb the cubicle left to

right/ top to bottom across
the front of the cubicles.
Proceed to pre-drill and screw
divisions into position.
Remove the support saddles
from the underside of cubicles.
Fit to the underside of beam
the alternative snap-in insert.
